Jaussi arrived in Brisbane with his family in late 1968, and thanks to the eager support of the local Saints, the first
class was ready and held in February 1969 with 143 students enrolled in thedtatheprogram.

John R. Gibsy a recently returned National Serviceman, was invited by Brother Jaussi to teach the first seminary
class. John's love and enthusiasm for young people and for the seminary program turned that first class at Kangar
Point into a great and enduring sucse
