
 

 

Mackay Residents Receive Flood Relief  
 
Brisbane, 1 March 2008:  Members of The Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints 
throughout the Brisbane area demonstrated the ability to assist and serve Mackay residents after 
major flooding damaged over 1000 homes and buildings by providing both assistance and 
supplies. 
 
The Church was approached to help neighborhoods and families with both clean up work and 
emergency supplies.  The flood-affected streets were piled high with household items and 
rubbish. 

 
Steve Stebbing, Australia Area Welfare Manager, 
prepared logistics and transport with Jeff Peay, 
president of the small Mackay LDS congregation.  
 
On Friday, 7 March, goods streamed into the collection 
point, the meeting house for the Eight Miles Plains 
congregation.  Some items came by shopping cart, 
others in boxes, and yet others by vans and trailers. The 
donated 12-ton truck was filled to capacity with 
bathroom needs, kitchen needs, small appliances, 

bedding, clothing, non-perishable food items, and various miscellaneous items. Even Easter eggs 
topped the list. 
 
The Capalaba congregation, their friends, work associates, 
clients of members, and businesses accumulated and 
purchased appliances, beds, microwaves, refrigerators, and 
dressers. Others donated things like clothing, linen, fans, and 
electric frying pans. Another donated four-ton truck was filled 
again to capacity.  
 
The trucks left Brisbane early Saturday morning for Mackay, 
a 14-hour drive north.  The small Mackay congregation 
housed the truck drivers and stored the goods which were to 
be given out the following week. 
 
Jeff Peay said, “This response will help the people know that 
they are not alone in trying circumstances”.
